8. B4373 Mossey Green Way – Beverly Roundabout to Mossey Green Roundabout.
9. Lawley Drive – Ketley Dingle Roundabout to Lawley Common Roundabout 

10. A442 Northbound Hollinswood exit slip only
The alternative route for vehicular traffic will be as indicated on street.
This Order will become operative on the Monday 4th July 2016 and will continue in force for a period not exceeding eighteen months or until the earlier completion of the works, estimated to be 19 days. For works taking place on a Monday to Friday, closures will be between the hours of 7.00pm – 7.00am with the exception of closure 4 above which will commence at 7.40pm and closure 10 which will commence at 8pm. Closure 7 above will take place on a Sunday between 4.00am and 10.00am; closure 9 on Sunday 5:00am to 5:00pm; closure 6 above will take place on a Sunday between 10.00am and 4.00pm.
The purpose of the Order is to protect the general public from any potential danger that may arise whilst annual highway maintenance works are undertaken. The Order will be defined when signs are displayed on street in accordance with Chapter 8 of the Traffic Signs Manual.
